Online 
registration is requested for this event. Any mailed entry form must be complete and legible, including the T & S forms, and mailed to the 
CCR Registrar with appropriate entry fees.  A LATE FEE of $10 will be charged for all mailed entries not received 5 days prior to the 
Saturday of the event.  Full refunds may be granted for no-shows. Please make checks payable to CCR - SCCA.  A $25 fee will be 
charged for any check returned by the bank. Crew, guests and minors must be listed on entry.  SCCA Photo credentials are waived for Time 
Trial/Solo event participants.  
 

DRIVER ELIGIBILITY:  
Track Trials: Each driver must hold a current SCCA Competition, Track Trials or Novice Trials License.  Novice license holders must turn in 
credentials (Novice License/Driver Log) (Time Trial Novice Driver’s Logbooks available at Registration-free with paid driver entry) when 
Registering at the event and must obtain them from Safety Steward at end of the event. It is the responsibility of each driver to have current 
credentials with them at registration. There will be no calls to SCCA National Office to verify credentials. 
 
CAR ELIGIBILITY:  
Track Trials Competition is open to all cars conforming to the 2008 Edition of the SCCA Time Trial GCR, and as amended by 
“FASTRACK” changes published in SportsCar and the event supplemental listing.   
  
NUMBERS/SERIES DECALS:  
Any decals relating to a Non-SCCA race Series must be covered. 
Permanent SEDIV Track Trials numbers will be honored for all entries received by May 20th.  Numbers must conform to GCR specifications 
and must satisfy Chief of Timing and Scoring.  Three digit numbers will be accepted for this event.   
 
 
MANDATORY DRIVER'S MEETING.  
You must attend the driver's meetings. If you run late and are not able to make the driver's meeting, you will be required to see the Steward or 
Event Chair before you will be allowed to compete.  
Refunds WILL NOT be issued to entrants who miss their respective meeting and refuse to meet with the Steward or Event Chairman.  Track 
time/runs for late drivers WILL NOT be made up.  
 
MEDICAL: In the event that your vehicle suffers enough damage requiring removal from the course by a wrecker or tilt bed, the medical staff 
must examine the driver. ONLY the medical staff and/or the race official shall determine whether transport of the driver to the track medical 
facility is required. Requirements for cervical collars and/or backboards are at the medical staff’s discretion.  Severe penalties shall be 
accessed for non-compliance with medical staff’s directives. 
 
FIRE EXTINGUISHERS:  The track requires each car entered to have, immediately available at all times, one (1) portable, dry chemical fire 
extinguisher of a rating of at least 12 BC. located in your paddock area. . 
 
INSURANCE:  Participant insurance will be provided in at least the minimum amount required by the SCCA and the GCR. 
WAIVERS:  It will be mandatory to sign a track waiver, SCCA waiver / minor waiver, and wear an armband.    MINORS: Note SCCA 
requirements for Minor waivers. Please ensure that you have a minor waiver signed by all legal parents / guardians AND if they 
are not going to be at the track, Officially NOTARIZED prior to the event for all minors in your group. Minor Waivers can be 
downloaded from SCCA.COM or obtained beforehand from registrar. 
 
COMMUNICATIONS: Race control uses 460.625 and 465.625 MHz as licensed for the immediate area by the FCC.  A copy of this is 
available at the track.  For the safety of competitors and race staff, failure to keep these frequencies clear will result in immediate action under 
rights specified in the GCR.  DO NOT use these frequencies for personal communications. 
 
SOUND CONTROL: A sound limit of 103.00 db applies to entire track area including paddock. Penalties for exceeding limit may be 
assessed. 
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TECHNICAL INSPECTION: The failure to pass tech does not constitute non-acceptance or withdrawal.  All cars damaged on track, and, 
which must be towed, will be delivered to the impound area and shall be released only after inspection by a Tech Official.  No exceptions.   
All drivers will need a SCCA numbered, Vehicle Log Book.  If you need a log book, make arrangements before the event 
RULES OF THE PITS: All persons in pit lane shall be SCCA members and have proper credentials. There is no working on vehicles on 
paved roads, in the “Hot” pits or false grid.  Smoking is prohibited in all grid and “Hot” pit areas.  The false grid is not considered part of pit 
lane. 
 
RULES OF THE PADDOCK: The paddock is defined as the fenced area adjacent to pit road, false grid and tech.  These rules apply to all 
paved and grassed areas. Electric power hook-up fees may be charged by Track personnel.  Please follow instructions of Paddock Marshall 
or Event Chair.  Failure to adhere to the directions of event officials will result in a consultation with the Steward by the entrant and/or driver.  
Supervised minors under the age of 18 will be admitted to the paddock but not to the Grid or Pits without proper licensing from the SCCA 
National Office.  
 
RULES OF THE EVENT: The requirements of conduct and sports-manlike behavior, as defined in the GCR, will be strictly enforced. 
Entrants and drivers are responsible for the conduct and actions of their guests and crew. All participants, crew, officials, workers and guests: 
will adhere to all applicable city, county, state and federal laws and regulations; will follow all rules and regulations as posted by CMP track 
management; and shall not engage in any illegal, immoral or unsafe activities or business while on the event premises. 
 
Use of ATV’s or gasoline powered pit vehicles is at the discretion of Carolina Motorsports Park and the Chief Steward. These vehicles shall 
be operated in a safe manner and only by licensed individuals.  No fireworks, firearms, weapons or illegal drugs are permitted anywhere on 
the premises.  Animals must be on leash at all times. Children must be under adult supervision at all times. Keep children away from the lake.  
Failure to abide by these rules may result in immediate expulsion from the event premises by track management or the 
organizing region and/or a permanent ban from the track.  
HELMETS: All Track Trial helmets must be SA-2000 or later.    
Track Trials (A Level 3 TT) 

SAFETY REQUIREMENTS: All driver and vehicle safety equipment must meet current GCR specifications.  Driver's head/helmet 
must NOT protrude above the vehicle roll cage, roll bar or roll hoop during any part of the competition.  Cars must be re-inspected 
by the Chief of Tech if involved in an incident or if the vehicle is reported as leaking any fluids.  Arm restraints are required on all 
open cars. Please note revised seat-belt rules pertaining to Track Trials as specified in GCR. Passengers are NOT permitted in 
any racing vehicle without the express permission of the Chief Steward.   
TRANSPONDERS:  AMB transponders will not be used..  
SCALES:   Use of scales will be at the discretion of the Chief of Tech or as required for any protest.  
START:  The timing start line is at the back straight  (Turn #8) location marked with large pylons .  
                . 
PASSING: There will be multiple TT cars on track during the Sunday afternoon un-timed practice laps. Passing during practice 
laps will ONLY be allowed in designated Track areas; these will be announced in the Drivers Meeting. Severe penalties will be 
imposed for violating passing rules. There will be no passing during the timed laps on Monday. Cars will be grouped in comparable 
Pods for spacing intervals. 
SCORING LINE: The Track Trials official scoring line from which all times and finishes will be determined is located in front of the 
Turn #8  worker station.  
TIMING: DO NOT bother the people running timing!  There will only be one set of official results, and they will be on a computer 
print out.  We will try to make copies available. In the case of an obviously incorrect time, officials will take corrective action. 
FLAGS:  For Track Trials the checkered flag will be displayed at the Track starter’s stand.  Any display of flags or a “one-to-go” 
flag will be determined and announced at the Drivers Meeting. Drivers receiving an open Black Flag must consult with the Pit 
Steward.  Workers will display a Red Flag to signal drivers if it becomes necessary to stop a car on course. 
TROPHIES: Trophies will be awarded for Track Trials participants in all classes per the Time Trial GCR/ Event Supplemental.  

 
FACILITIES:  Carolina Motorsports Park is an SCCA approved 2.279-mile road course.  Water, air, and electricity are available in the 
paddock.  RV hook-ups are NOT available. Toilets and showers are available.  Oil dump stations are available, and you are expected to use 
them. No batteries, tires or fluids are to be dumped at the facility. The speed limit on all Park property is 10 mph.  The paddock will be open 
for entry at 9 am on Sunday, or earlier if competing in the Club Racing event at CMP.  Any SCCA member arriving to register before 
registration opens each day may be allowed to enter the track upon signing a CMP Track waiver, and at the discretion of the CMP Security 
Guard.  Any individual entering in this manner must return to Registration before being allowed to participate in any part of the event.  Driver or 
crew not properly SCCA registered will be ejected from the track without refund.  Race fuel is available at the track at hours designated by the 
track. Credit card gas purchase is available. 
 
ADDITIONAL NOTES:  
1. We need more workers to run the event more efficiently.  If you know anyone that would want to help, please let us know. 
2. We need to show the workers our appreciation and would welcome any perks you can think of to give them or would like to donate for
