Rules and Instructions of the Meet 
 

1. Paddock to Stage to Grid: Race cars will be announced by run group and will exit through the 
wall opening near the start line, drive slowly clockwise to the parking loop to be staged.  The grid 
workers will call up cars to the tire clean-off area. 

2. Start: Cars will continue clockwise from the tire clean-off area toward start following the 
instructions of grid and start personnel. Care should be taken when entering the start line area. 

3. Turnaround: Upon completion of each run, cars will turn right on the upper road to the 
turnaround location and will park for the return trip down the mountain. 

4. Return:  Cars will use the race course road for return plus the more direct road back to the 
grid/start area. Cars will hold/park on that road until instructed to return to the paddock area. 
While in this hold/park area, two-driver cars may wish to make their driver changes in order that 
the car may enter the clockwise flow of traffic to the loop and staging/grid. 

5. Paddock parking: Remember, we are the guests of The Lodges at Eagle’s Nest and that we are 
paddocked in a grassy area that they normally use for recreation. Please do not enter this area if 
you have any fluid leaks.  We are restricting paddock parking to competition cars and one 
support vehicle only. Trailers will be parked in the upper, future hotel parking lot site, roughly 1 
mile from the paddock area.  The paddock area is also the helicopter landing zone. Crew, worker 
and guest cars will have to park in designated parking areas. Security will be provided in the area 
where trailers will be parked.  As parking for competitors, workers, officials, property owners and 
spectators is limited, please cooperate with all officials.  Competitors and workers/officials will be 
provided CCR stickers at Friday registration to identify your vehicles so they will not be delayed 
entering Eagle’s Nest.  Wrist bands or other methods of identification will be issued during Friday 
registration for drivers, crew and workers.  

6. Spectators: We expect a good turnout of spectators for this event.  Please be good representatives 
of the SCCA and goodwill ambassadors of our sport.  They will want to look at your cars and ask 
questions. Please be patient with them.  Above all, keep in mind that they are paying to enter and 
view our event helping pay expenses.  Please be friendly. 

7. Animals: If you must bring your dogs, they must be on a leash at all times of no longer than 10ft. 
length and display current vaccination tags.  If you see any animals that are not leashed, please 
report to a race official. 

8. Children: Children will be wandering through the paddock area and will be in areas where they 
can watch.  There is also a playground area next to the staging road.  Please look for small children 
when driving to and from the race course. Do not drive faster than walking speed. 

9. Safety: We will have an ample number of safety personnel on hand all weekend.  Let’s not have to 
use them for any reason. 



 
 

SUPPLEMENTAL REGULATIONS 
Sanction #Pending 

 
This event will be held under the 2008 SCCA General Competition Rules 
(GCR) as amended by the 2008 SCCA Time Trials Rules and as further 
amended by the 2008 "FASTTRACK" published in "Sports Car" 
Magazine.   
The SCCA printed version of rules is the official version. Further 
amendments may also be published in these Supplemental Regulations. 
ENTRIES: Online Entry fee: $180 and is open to the first 100 qualified 
entrants.  If more than 100 entries are received, a waiting list will be started. 
Entries received after Sunday, July 26, 2008 will be considered a “late entry” 
and will be $195. Continental Triple Crown full participant’s entry fee: 
$130.00! 
Online entrants must bring to Registration: 

1. Current SCCA license appropriate for event-Novice licenses 
not approved for this event (questions, contact race chair) 

2. Entry fee as specified 
3. Valid State Drivers license-SCCA Requirement 

For entrants mailing forms, the registrar must also receive: 
4. Completely filled entry form 
5. Completely filled driver bio sheet 
6. Payment  

REGISTRATION:  If not entering online, complete and mail entry forms 
with your check to: Brian Gause, 250 Frontier Circle, Indian Trail, NC 
28079 (No Emailed Entries).  Make check payable to CCR SCCA.  Late 
entries will be served at Registration, as per the schedule.  A $35 fee will be 
charged for any check returned by the bank.   A refund will be made if the 
entry is withdrawn prior to midnight, July 30, 2008.  
DRIVER ELIGIBILITY: All drivers must be current SCCA members in 
good standing.  Holders of current SCCA National or Regional 
Competition License, Time Trial Level 4 License, FIA License may 
compete in this event.  There will be no calls to the SCCA National 
Headquarters, and no substitute drivers.      
VEHICLE ELIGIBILITY: Open to all vehicles conforming to the GCR 
and SIR, as amended and to all currently recognized SEDiv Regional Only 
classes (including TT Vintage).  SEDiv Regional Only classes will compete 
under the SEDiv approved rules.   SEDiv Time Trial reserved numbers will 
be held until May 01, 2008.  Otherwise, numbers will be issued on a first 
come, first served basis.  For two driver cars, add the numeral "1" to the 
primary driver's number (e.g., first driver 59, second driver 159).  Race cars  
are required to display SCCA and Cool Shirt sponsor decals. Please 
do no display stickers from other sanctioning organizations. You will 
be asked to either remove or cover these stickers.   
TIME TRIALS CHAMPIONSHIP RUNNING ORDER: Groups may 
be combined at the recommendation of the Chief Steward, Race Control 
Chief or Event Chairman.  Two driver cars will run in separate groups. 
MANDATORY DRIVER'S MEETING You must attend the driver's 
meeting. If you are late to or miss the driver's meeting, you will be required 
to see the Chief Steward or Event Chairman before you will be allowed to 
compete.  Refunds WILL NOT be issued to drivers who miss the driver's 
meeting and refuse to meet with the Chief Steward or Event Chairman.  
There WILL NOT be make-up runs for drivers late to meetings. 
RACE FUEL is not available at the site or within 5 miles.  
WAIVERS:  It will be mandatory to sign a waiver / minor waiver, and 
wear an armband. MINORS: Note SCCA requirements for Minor 
waivers. Please ensure that you have a minor waiver signed by all 
legal parents / guardians AND Officially NOTARIZED prior to the 
event for all minors in your group. Minor Waivers can be 
downloaded from SCCA.COM or obtained at registration. 
TECH: Tech will be conducted in locations defined in the schedule.   
LOG BOOKS: All drivers are required to have an SCCA Log Book for 
their complete with pictures and logbook number.  If you need a Time 
Trial  log book, make arrangements before the event. Contact Mark 
Rothermel, at: mrothermel@mindspring.com for logbooks. Please fill in the mrothermel@mindspring.com for logbooks. Please fill in the 
date and event information on the inspection page prior to entering 
TECH. SAFETY REQUIREMENTS: All driver and vehicle safety 
equipment must meet current CGR and SIR specifications.  Driver's 
head/helmet must NOT protrude above the vehicle roll cage, roll bar 

during any part of the competition.  Cars must be re-inspected by the 
Chief of Tech if involved in an incident or if the vehicle is reported as 
leaking any fluids.  If you will be presenting a new car to tech for its annual 
inspection, or if you have tech questions,  please contact the Chief of Tech 
as soon as possible.  Arm restraints are required on all open cars. Helmets:  
SA2000 or newer.  
TIMING:   PLEASE DO NOT bother the people in the timing and 
scoring building!!  There will only be one set of official results, and they will 
be posted at The Great Camp.  
INSURANCE:  Participant insurance will be provided in at least the 
minimum amount required by the SCCA. 
PADDOCK: Event paddock parking is under the direction of the 
paddock or event officials.  Competition cars/support vehicles may park in 
the paddock area. Each driver will be allotted 3 parking spaces. All trailers 
and ‘rigs’ must park in designated parking area. You may not block the 
main paddock roads, pit entrance & exit areas, concessions, or other 
specially marked areas. Canopies may be erected in the paddock.  A pit and 
paddock area speed limit of 5 mph will be strictly enforced.  Procedures for 
entering and exiting the course will be detailed in the mandatory driver's 
meeting.  Anyone driving a wheeled vehicle in the paddock must have a 
valid state driver’s license.  Competitors are responsible for behavior of 
their crew and guests.  Pets must be on leashes AT ALL TIMES.  
Children must be under an adult’s supervision at all times and kept clear of 
race stage/grid and course areas. 
SOUND CONTROL: Will be observed in accordance with SCCA GCR’s 
EMERGENCY LANES must be clear at all times for emergency traffic. 
INTOXICANTS:   Anyone found to be using illegal drugs at any time 
while on the property, will be ejected from the property.  Drivers are 
responsible for their crew and guests. 
GENERAL RULES: No pets in “hot” areas.  Do not dump oil, gas or 
coolant on the pavement or non-paved areas of the track or paddock. 
Fluid recycling facilities are not available, so take home with you.  No 
race fuel is available at the site. No Race engines to be run during lunch 
breaks or before and after each event day (before 7:00am, after 7:00pm).   
Passengers in race cars will be limited to crew or second driver to the car 
and only on the return “parade” down to grid/start.  
RULES OF THE EVENT: The requirements of conduct and sports-
manlike behavior, as defined in the GCR, will be strictly enforced. The 
penalty for a breach of these rules may include immediate expulsion from 
the event and/or a permanent ban from the event. All participants, crew, 
officials, workers and guests will adhere to all applicable city, county, state 
and federal laws. All will follow all rules and regulations defined herein or 
posted at the event; and shall not engage in any illegal, immoral or unsafe 
activities or business while on the event premises. 
RAIN OR SHINE: Either way, we will run this event! 
TROPHIES: To be awarded in accordance with SEDiv Time Trial 
guidelines. 
ADDITIONAL NOTES:  
1. We need more workers to run the event more efficiently.  If you 

know anyone that would want to help, please contact Tony 
Wentworth or Don Drennon. 

2. We need to show the workers our appreciation and would 
welcome any perks you can think of to give them or would like 
to donate for them.
